She is on Bute 

daily.  Bruce has 

torn the front pas-

ture completely up 

to make a dry lot 

for times when 

she can go out.  

Thank you Char-

lotte for loaning 

us your ponyõs 

grazing muzzle so 

Shadow can get out-

side sometimes and 

for continuing the 

acupuncture treat-

ments.   

 Please keep 

her in your 

thoughts.  She is 

such a sweet little 

girl!  It is very hard 

to see her in this 

state.  Doctor thinks 

that the medication 

begin to work in 2 -3 

weeks after we begin 

treatments.  

 Shadow needs 

your thoughts and 

prayers!  This lovely 

little girl has developed 

serious medical issues.  

Through blood test-

ing done by Nicollet 

Veterinary Clinic, she 

has been classed as a 

metabolic horse.  Re-

sults show she is suf-

fering with Cushingõs 

disease.  Cushing's is 

a hormonal disease of 

horses often caused 

by a pituitary gland 

tumor.  Further testing 

also reveals she is an IR 

(Insulin Resistant) 

horse.  Insulin -resistant 

horses can not utilize 

glucose effectively.  

She has developed 

laminitis - common 

with Cushingõs and IR 

from what we under-

stand.  Her coat has 

also changed dramati-

cally from shorter style 

hairs to long, wavy 

hairs.  One symptom of 

Cushingõs is excessive 

water consumption but 

this has not developed 

as of yet.  Opinion of 

one veterinarian we 

have consulted is that 

Cushingõs disease 

can take up to two 

years to fully de-

velop.  

 As of the writ-

ing of this article, 

Shadowõs medication 

is on order.  In the 

interim, she is not 

allowed any green 

grass, no feeds, and 

no horse treats - 

grass hay only.  She 

has been moved to a 

sectioned off area of 

the arena where she 

has straw and shav-

ings under her feet to 

ease the discomfort 

of the laminitis is-

sues triggered by the 

Cushingõs.  We are to
